First year
applicants who applied to OSU without filling out the HC section can still apply
by submitting the HC application on the HC web site.

The HC does not accept letters of recommendation.

You do not need to send the HC a separate transcript or ACT/SAT scores.

All applicants will receive a separate admission decision for the HC.
Early Round Submissions Dates — July 25 - November 1,

Early Round Decision Date - December 31.

Primary Round Application Dates — November 2" - February 1.
Primary Round Decision Date - March 31.

Minimum criteria for first-year students:
3.75 cumulative un-weighted GPA OR
1300 on the NEW SAT OR

27 on the ACT

HC does NOT super score the SAT

3.93 cumulative un-weighted high school GPA
1380 SAT

31ACT

application to apply to both the CHC and UOQ, at the same time.

If you decide to apply to Clark Honors College after you submit the Oregon
application, you can still apply to CHC during the regular admissions cycle by
completing the supplemental CHC application form.

UO and CHC
share the transcript. The same is true for your SAT/ACT scores.

Two teacher recommendations are required.

Early Notification Deadline — Application due November 1. A decision will be
mailed by December 15.

Regular Notification Deadline — Application due January 15. A decision will be
mailed by April 1.

Acceptances for UO and CHC will be received at the same time, two separate
letters.
