Notes:

*** The only time you say “UNQO” is when you are counting. If you're stating
something, like you're saying a person is 41 years old, for example, the “O”
disappears. Ella tiene cuarenta y un afos.

*** Same thing with 100. You only say “CIEN” when you are counting.
Otherwise it's CIENTO (singular) or CIENTOS (plural) or CIENTAS (plural
feminine). Seattle estd a doscientas millas de Portland.

*** \When adding a “ones place” to the “tens place”, you separate them with the
letter “I”, pronounced “ee” like teeth, from 16 — 29, and the letter “Y”, pronounced
the same, after 31. “Y” NEVER, NEVER, NEVER follows any other place value
but 10. ochenta y dos. ochocientos dos. mil ochocientos dos.

*** Unlike English, the “hundreds” are one word. three hundred. trescientos.
*** Be careful with 500, 700, 900. They are a little different.

*+ “CIEN” and “MIL” are never preceeded by “UN”, but “MILLON” is. | don’t
know why.

*** Think of numbers in the following way:

11- 15 The “CE” group. (once, doce, etc.)
16 - 29 The “I” group. (veintiuno, veintidds, etc.)
30 - 90 (tens) The “NTA” group (treinta, cuarenta, etc.)

200 - 900 (hundreds) The “NTOS” group (doscientos, trescientos, etc.)
