Notice the order of the colors (adjectives) and the cloth items (nouns). Nouns in Spanish have a
gender either masculine or feminine. The adjective has to agree with the gender of the noun, in
this case, the color has to agree with the clothing item and not with the gender of the person who is
wearing the item. The noun and adjective also have to agree in number either plural or singular.
