TVF&R started construction of the new Fire Station #55 
on Hidden Springs Road adjacent to the north property line 
of Trillium Creek Primary beginning yesterday. 
 
To prepare for this, the West Linn-Wilsonville School 
District will install locks on both gates in this property line 
fence. A sign be installed at the northeast corner of the    
Trillium forest play area warning of "No Passage -          
Construction Zone" so children don't think they can follow 
the path to Hidden Springs. This will be in place for 12 
months as the new fire station is constructed. Once           
construction is complete, the pathway will be reopened 
and kids can use our path that will connect to a new path 
through the fire station property.
